3. Minutes of LMC AGM held on 8 April 2008 were ratified by the Committee and signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters arising from the Minutes:
LMC Constitution – following the AGM 2008, the Secretary had sent out a copy of the LMC Constitution for consideration and possible revision but had not received any replies from any Members. It was agreed that this will require further consideration in 2009/2010.

5. Appointment of Officers:
i) 
Chair: Dr C Danino was nominated by Dr A Rayani and Seconded by Dr Sean Young. There were no other nominations. Dr C Danino was elected as Chair of Morgannwg LMC for 2009/2010.
ii) Vice-Chair. Dr Charlotte Jones was nominated by Dr I Millington and seconded by Dr
A Rayani. There were no other nominations. Dr Charlotte Jones was elected as Vice-Chair of Morgannwg LMC for 2009/2010.
6. Secretary’s Report. The Secretary tabled his report for the year. He also thanked the Committee for their full support and particularly Mrs Lorraine Rudd, his PA, for her help in running the LMC. 
Dr John Anthony asked about some of the details of incorporation of the LMC and the Secretary explained that this was being managed in conjunction with BMA Law. 

The Chairman thanked the Secretary and asked that his thanks also be passed onto Mrs Lorraine Rudd, PA to the Secretary. 
7. Financial Statement as at 31 March 2009 – this was tabled by the Secretary. There were no questions. 
8. Appointment of Auditor. Dr Stuart P Jenkins, former Member and Chairman of Morgannwg LMC, was appointed as Auditor. 
9. Co-Opted Members
i) Freelance GPs (Non-Principals) – Non-Principals are now eligible to stand for Morgannwg Local Medical Committee and so the need to appoint a Freelance GP appears to have passed. Dr Sean Young suggested that this be left in abeyance until there is consideration of any changes to the Constitution. 

ii) GP Registrars (Bridgend/Neath Port Talbot/Swansea VTS) – Despite repeated efforts to co-opt GP Registrars from each of the three VTS Schemes onto the LMC, there had been no success. Dr Aung-Kyi wondered if the Registrars knew about the LMC but the Secretary reported that the Liaison Officers had all been in contact with the VTS Schemes without success. It was agreed to try again with the new intake of GP Registrars. 
iii) Doctors otherwise not represented – Dr Stephen Bassett had been co-opted onto the LMC because of his special expertise in legal matters but had not attended any of the LMC Meetings and had not been in communication with the LMC for some time. It was resolved that legal advice for the LMC would now have to come through more formal channels and therefore it was agreed not to co-opt Dr Stephen Bassett for the next Session.

It was agreed that Dr Jane Harrison, Medical Director of the three LHBs in the Morgannwg LMC area should be co-opted onto the LMC (this formalises an earlier decision by the LMC). 

iv) Public Health Doctors – The rotation of Dr Annie Delahunty, Dr Nina Williams and Dr Eddie Coyle had worked well and it was agreed to co-opt Public Health doctors using the same rotational arrangement. Dr Nina Williams advised that Dr Eddie Coyle is moving to “the Kingdom of Fife” and it was unclear as to how his vacancy will be filled. In the meantime, AD and NW will arrange a rota for attendance at LMC Meetings. The Chairman asked that his thanks be conveyed to Dr Eddie Coyle for his work as an LMC Member.
