Swansea Sessional GP Meeting 21st Sept 2010 

13 GPs attended (12 Freelance and 1 Trainee). Nigel Fitzpatrick from Wesleyan Medical Sickness gave a short presentation on income protection and mentioned the NHS pensions choices exercise. The group discussed a significant event involving a freelance member who had double booked leaving one of the practices in a very difficult position. Reasons why this event happened were explored using an amended SEA template. Systems to avoid this from happening were discussed which included getting written confirmation of booked sessions from practices, keeping a backup schedule and taking extra precautions for advance bookings during busy times and long periods. Members were urged to review their booking mechanisms regularly.
