Report
The issue of locum packs was discussed and how up take could be improved amongst practices. It was agreed locums should take the initiative and help develop locum packs for practices they work for regularly. Incentives for locums included building good relations with practices, using the material for appraisal, improving general standards and patient safety.  An example locum pack was shared with the group which could be used as a template for other practices. Issues concerning confidentiality during telephone consultations was discussed in the SEA. Members found it useful to share significant events using a template and it was decided that SEA should continue for future meetings. Ways to improve Information cascade from the Health Board to locums was discussed, some members expressed concern about information overload via e-mail.
